On December 16, 1971, Adams County School District 12, aware of the critical role parents play in the success of not only their own children but all students in their community, created the District Accountability Advisory Committee (DAAC).  The DAAC was created in response to the Colorado Educational Act of 1971 which mandated the formation of an accountability committee to make recommendations to the Board of Education regarding the adequacy and efficiency of educational programs.





The organization became a driving force in parent and community engagement and an example for simliar groups in the region.  Renamed the District School Improvement Team (DSIT) in June, 1988, the group continues to make a difference in the education of the next generation.
